The Soviet Union actually issued an official, ostensibly "singable" English translation of its anthem. It's
not literal, but it (more or less) preserves the meter and rhyme.

This is the translation to the 1977 version, which omits the original 1944 version's references to the
Great Leader Stalin:

The Hymn of the Soviet Union

Unbreakable Union of freeborn Republics,
Great Russia has welded forever to stand.
Created in struggle by will of the people,

United and mighty, our Soviet land!

Sing to the Motherland, home of the free,
Bulwark of peoples in brotherhood strong.

The 1989 version of Batman, with Michael Keaton and Jack Nicholson, directed by Tim Burton. It's on
WGN, of all stations.

Interestingly enough, Jack Nicholson advised Heath Ledger to pass on the role of the Joker in The Dark
Knight, because it "takes you into dark places" (or something like that - I'm feeling too lazy at the
moment to dig up the actual quote).

The premium cable stations show the jokey (but fun, in a campy kind of a way) 1966 version all the
time, but the 1989 version very rarely seems to be shown. It seems to have dropped off the radar
screen, even though it was one of the most-hyped movies of the year it was released and spawned
three sequels (Batman Returns (1992), again with Keaton starring and Burton directing; Batman Forever
(1995), with Val Kilmer and Joel Schumacher directing; and the much-maligned Batman and Robin
(1997), with George Clooney starring - | saw it in the theater when it came out).

This is actually the first time in a few years that I've seen the '89 Batman. I'd forgotten how ... '80s it
was. | wonder if people will watch The Dark Knight 20 years from now and say, "Oh, that movie was
*so* 2000s."

Just a little while ago, | watched the ending of Heathers on IFC. (It's being shown again at 3 a.m. Eastern
time, in case anyone's interested.)

I've seen it several times, but | was going through the stations and thought, "There are worse ways to
kill 15 minutes."

I guess this is 1989 movie night for me. I've always found it interesting how often you can tell, just
from the overall look and "feel" of a movie, when (roughly) it was made.

In the
movie's most infamous sex scene (the film was rated NC-17 due to its graphic content), she genuinely
looked like she was having an epileptic seizure while bonking some guy in a pool.

| suppose my problem is that I'm not interested in cheering anyone on. | don't care if Dwayne Wade and
LeBron James are successful or not ... the outcome doesn't really matter.

(I suppose if | were a better, | would have much different feelings about this subject.)

| get bored to tears listening to sports commentators drone on and on and on about the merits of one
sports star compared to another.

Of course, the media is obsessed with race ... so there is always the hint that only black men can be
*true* athletes.

Black quarterbacks are to be nurtured and encouraged at every step of the way; white running backs are
... hey, there *aren't* any white running backs, are there? Well, there might be a couple.

No one wants to talk about this subject - the glaringly obvious racial disparities in the NBA and the NFL
- but a lot of people think about it, and a few people whisper about it.

Am | racist for thinking in these terms?

According to the documentary on Kimveer ("Dying For Attention") he did indeed hold a young man
hostage after he shot Anastasia. She was only wounded initially, though he subsequently shot her
something like 19+ times at close range. He made fun of the hostage's pants (a jocular remark of
some kind; i.e "what kind of fucking pants are those?"). The 'hostage' offered to go outside of the

school to get someone to come in and get Anastasia stable. This was presumably before Kimveer

finished her off. Of course, this didn't end up happening.

If he was indeed 'drunk,' and if the massacre was improvised, then I'm not sure if any of us can really
say beyond a doubt what his intentions actually were. He was coherent enough to hold a conversation,
etc. He was also well nourished, and, if the attack was indeed impromptu, then it stands to reason that
he likely got an average night's sleep the evening before, something that Loughner didn't have. Let's
also not forget that the Beretta was a military grade weapon which should have wreaked carnage.
Bryant was a chronic alcoholic, too. Slight intoxication does not mean that one is suddenly incapable
of hitting targets at close range with a military grade weapon. The fact that no one else died was
sheer, dumb luck. The prompt police response also cut down on casualties. Nonetheless, it therefore
stands to reason that a gun does not necessarily turn someone into a killing machine.

It's important to note that many, many kids get picked on in high school and almost ALL of them
don't take a gun to school and randomly execute people. While the game satirically handles the idea
of the shooters as "heroes" and "brave boys," it's worth remembering that Eric and Dylan WERE bullies
to other kids, as well... and furthermore they ended up killing younger kids that never knew them.
I've interviewed one such man for my documentary and to this day he has no idea why they picked on
him.

| try not to play the "good or evil" / "hero or villain" game. They were angry teens. They were kids with
loving parents who had no idea this was going on. Maybe their parents should have done this or that
or the other thing... but what remains now are many questions. This game is an attempt to answer
them, not to justify their behavior. | think EH/DK worship is as overly simplistic and demonizing
them. The truth is always more complicated.

"

The reason they killed people they didn't know, was to make the people who bullied them think about
what they did. Think about it, if you bullied those kids, and there was a shooting and u survived,
wouldn't you feel guilty and responsible for the people who got killed because of your actions? Thats
why they killed people who had nothing to do with their actions that day. To make the jocks who
mistreated them live the rest of their lives, wondering why they weren't killed that day.

»

Why must people continue to keep pushing that they got bullied? They probably did, not any more
than any other kids, but probably did, but millions get bullied daily; how many school shootings do
you hear about daily? To be honest, one. Columbine. The answer to why isn't "Bullying”, there just
isn't any real proof to back up thats why they did it. It might be a contributer, but its not the main
cause, its not why they shot people who had nothing to do with them.

Creationists and Fundamentalist Christians (often one in the same) are eager to point to evolution
being taught in schools as a "cause" for the Columbine shooting. The evidence they use, if you can
call it that, is Eric and Dylan's repeated invocations of "natural selection." The problem is, as they
understood it and as you've mentioned, natural selection isn't caused by kids killing each other or
anything of the sort. In fact, it is this bastardization of Darwinian natural selection that allowed the
Nazi party to justify genocide (something else the field of evolutionary biology isn't advocating).

"Survival of the fittest" is a crude summary of a complex system of interdependent factors. Surveying
the totality of the animal kingdom, often time the fittest does NOT mean being the "strongest" but
rather the most beautiful or talented or cunning or prolific. If all that counted in fitness was raw
strength, every animal would be an elephant, a shark or a grizzly bear. Of course, that's far from the
case... and the same can be said of human beings (the wealthiest of whom are athletes, celebrities,
and CEOs - all of whom are good at quite different things).

As a side note, in relative terms, human beings are formidable hunters and can be at least as effective
as animals with claws and fangs when hunting in groups (say, in comparison to wolves). While
humans living in a post industrial society are prone to be enfeebled, those who live in primitive
societies can be quite strong, resilient and adapted for adverse natural conditions.

Regardless of what you think of Eric and Dylan themselves, vengeance is a cheap and low form of
reconciliation. Eric and Dylan were very smart kids but by no means were the only smart kids in their
class. Dylan was rarely picked on outright but instead was a very shy, introverted teen. While Eric was
bullied, he did his share of bullying in return. Based on some of his own logic, he may have found
himself at the end of someone else's rifle in the near future. If all we learn from Columbine is that
violence seeds more violence, | think we'll be on the right track. If instead we believe that violence is
the final solution to a problem, our culture will continue to erode.
